U of M Professor of Physics and Associate Director of the Michigan Center for Theoretical Physics, Dr. Freese earned degrees in physics from Princeton, Columbia and the University of Chicago.  At U of M since 1991, the focus of her research has been the attempt to resolve the mystery of the Dark Matter and Dark Energy that make up 95% of our universe. She is also working to build a successful model of the early universe immediately after the Big Bang.

Katie’s activities range from having served on the Congressionally-mandated Astronomy and Astrophysics Advisory Committee, to being awarded an Honorary Doctorate (honoris causa) from the University of Stockholm.  She has appeared on Through the Wormhole with Morgan Freeman, and was a member of the Isaac Asimov Debate at the Museum of Natural History in NY.  When she is not mentoring students, her pastimes include swimming, skiing and tennis.
